FAMILY OF JASHON BRYANT 
TO MEET WITH JUSTICE DEPARTMENT

HARTFORD – CT State Conference NAACP President Scot X. Esdaile will join the family of Jashon Bryant on Thursday for a meeting with a representative from the Justice Department in Washington, DC. The meeting will be held tomorrow afternoon at the Justice Department Offices on Pennsylvania Avenue.

The meeting is the result of a letter sent almost three months ago to U.S. Attorney General Eric Holder and Assistant Attorney General Tom Perez. In that letter, Esdaile asked the Department of Justice to investigate the death of Jashon Bryant by former Hartford Police Officer Robert Lawlor. Lawlor was acquitted of manslaughter and assault charges on Dec. 8, 2009.

“We are grateful to the Attorney General Holder and his staff for accommodating this meeting and giving the family some measure of comfort,” Esdaile said. “We are hopeful that justice for Jashon will no longer be denied.”

Accompanying Esdaile and the family will be John C. Brittain, who will serve as the NAACP’s legal adviser and liaison to the Justice Department; and Andrea Comer, immediate past president of the Greater Hartford African American Alliance. 

“The family appreciates the efforts of the NAACP in making this meeting a possibility,” Jashon Bryant’s mother, Cynthia Bryant said. 
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
