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HEALTY WORKPLACE ENVIRONMENT:  ANTI BULLYING LEGISLATION

WHEREAS, workplace bullying is defined as repeated unreasonable actions of individuals (or a group), directed towards an employee (or a group of employees), which is intended to intimidate and creates a risk to the health and safety of the employee (s) and

WHEREAS, workplace bullying often involves an abuse or misuse of power, and

WHEREAS, bullying behavior creates feelings of defenselessness in the target and undermines an individual’s right to dignity at work; and

WHEREAS, bullying is different from aggression; and

WHEREAS, Aggression may involve a single act, bullying involves repeated attacks against the target, creating an on-going pattern of negative behavior.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that employers establish an Anti-Bullying Policy that is part of a wider commitment for a safe and healthy workplace environment; and

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that employers establish an independent contact for employees inclusive of a human resources representative structured to incorporate a sense of autonomy; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the NAACP partner with the Connecticut Legislature to become the first state in the nation to create legislation to pass a Healthy Workplace Bill ending bullying in the workplace.
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THE COST OF EDUCATION OVER IMPRISONMENT

WHEREAS, the State of Connecticut is the wealthiest per-capita, in the nation; and

WHEREAS, the State of Connecticut spends 21 times more on incarcerating a child in a secured detention facility (CJTS) than it does educating a child in the public school system; and

WHEREAS, the more educated a person is, the less likely they are to be arrested and/or incarcerated.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the NAACP works to create legislation that will bring the amount spent on education, above levels spent on incarceration. 
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HEALTHY LIFESTYLE INITIATIVE

WHEREAS, obesity, hypertension, and diabetes are on the rise at alarming rates; and

WHEREAS, the African American and minority communities are affected at a significantly higher rate of diagnoses; and

WHEREAS, preventive measures such as, healthy eating, exercise and access to health care information is paramount in combating the above-mentioned diseases.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the NAACP acknowledges and encourages the importance of regular health screenings, improved dietary choices and a more physically active lifestyle; and

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the NAACP will increase its efforts within it communities to educate and inform about warnings signs and dangers of said diseases, and work to foster partnerships with the medical community.
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MINORITY BUSINESS CRITERIA

WHEREAS, city, state and federal contracting requires a certain percentage of minority participation; and

WHEREAS, city, state and federal agencies are not in compliance with the requirements for contracting; and

WHEREAS, the use of Women Business Enterprises (WBE) should not include the use of white female owned businesses to satisfy minority participation requirements.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the NAACP seeks legislation to redefine the criteria of WBE to exclude white female-owned businesses.
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MEMBERSHIP ENHANCEMENT

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that in addition to the National efforts at increasing membership, the Connecticut State Conferences designates the month of January as Membership Campaign Month.
