HOSPITAL SURVEY RESOLUTION

Sponsored By:  CT State NAACP Conference

Date Adopted:  October 25, 2008

Whereas, there are more than thirty one hospitals throughout the State of Connecticut; and

Whereas, each of these hospitals receive Federal funding which requires them to file periodic reports which disclose their EEO and Affirmative Action plans; and

Whereas, based on the most recent report of the Connecticut State Conference Health Committee, significant disparities have been documented which impact disproportionately the African American community; and

Whereas, it has been well documented in health workforce studies, there is a deficit of African Americans in the State of Connecticut healthcare system, including Corporate/ Executive leadership and healthcare professionals; and

Therefore, be it resolved that the Connecticut State Conference of the NAACP Branches call for the Health Committee of the Conference to issue a 2008 Health Care Survey to all thirty one hospitals licensed in the State of Connecticut. Said surveys shall be distributed in fiscal year 2009; and 

Therefore, be it finally resolved that a report card of the findings be issued and distributed throughout the NAACP branches, to state and federal elected officials and other appropriate stakeholders. 
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
